Guernsey County Emergency Services Group
Article I – Name

The name of this organization shall be the Guernsey County ARES group, a non-profit group, hereafter known as the organization within this document.
Article II – Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to perform Amateur Radio Emergency Services functions within the county and in conjunction with the State and National ARES organizations.  This organization shall also assist the local Emergency Management Agency as outlined in the County Emergency Plan.
Article III – Membership

Any person holding a valid Amateur Radio License and a current member of the Amateur Radio Emergency Services group shall be eligible for membership.  Membership in this organization shall not be dependent on membership with any other amateur radio organization.  Active members may vote, by a two thirds majority on changes to this constitution. 
Article IV – Officers

The officers of this organization shall be the County Emergency Coordinator, the Assistant Emergency Coordinator(s) and Secretary.  The County Emergency Coordinator shall be appointed by the District Emergency Coordinator.  
The County Emergency Coordinator shall keep a list of current Amateur Radio Emergency Services members within this group.

The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping a copy of the roster and copies of any paperwork pertaining to the organization.  The secretary shall keep records of meetings.

The Treasurer shall keep all financial records of monies belonging to the organization.  These records shall be audited yearly by the trustees of the organization.

There shall be three trustees elected by the membership on a rotating basis, one trustee each year, the exception being the first year.

Article V – Dissolution of Organization

In the event of this organization dissolving, the trustees will be responsible for a final audit of the records.  All assets will be donated to the Cambridge Amateur Radio Association, providing that organization is still solvent.
